Eligible Applicants:
• Assistance is available only for not-for-profit groups serving Canberra and it’s region.
Conditions: 
• Applicants must demonstrate a need for the financial assistance and provide detailed information on how the funding would be used to assist their club/association. An application for sponsorship must be completed for all new and existing proposals (available online or from the Club)
• The club/association must acknowledge the assistance provided by Canberra Southern Cross Club under the terms of the grant. 

• The proposed recipient must agree to provide to the Canberra Southern Cross Club an end of year financial statement (or past 12 months if not financial year) along with results that have been achieved as a result of the grant  (no later than May 31st)
How to Apply: 
In order to be eligible for support an application must be submitted to the Sporting Groups Committee (applications are available from the website or Southern Cross Club Woden)
Assistance Available: 
Assistance available to club/association will be assessed on an individual basis and may be a combination of cash, in kind or fundraising opportunities. The sponsorship support will be determined on the contribution to the community, along with the level of function activity and expenditure at Southern Cross venues.
